Abstract  

	
	Invention is the daugther of necessity, and Universities’ Collaboration in eLearning (UCeL) is a partnership between a number of UK higher education faculties pioneering new methods of interactive eLearning content creation based on real educational need. Founded in March 2002 by 6 UK Higher Education institutions, UCeL is actively exploring ways in which high quality content can be unlocked and made reusable across the many disciplines comprising the wide field of health professional education.

A number of subject areas have been identified as broadly generalisable, and therefore potentially the most promising for generating reusable content across all health professional disciplines. These are: statistics, epidemiology, research methods, anatomy and physiology.

Self-contained high quality content in the form of learning objects, has proved to be pedagogically effective in practice. A community of practice well-versed in the use of these learning objects is now looking at ways of making them more adaptible and customisable to individual teaching and learning need. These are the "generative" learning objects; materials that can be modified by lecturers for their own specific purposes.

Although driven entirely by educational need, (hence the title) the generative approach throws up a new raft of technical and cultural challenges which are explored in this paper.
